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Exercise 5-B — The Driveway
A person . . .  shall not operate a vehicle upon a highway or other place open to the general public or generally accessible to motor vehicles, including an area designated for the parking of vehicles, . . .  if the person is operating while intoxicated.

Exercise 6-A — Two Provisions (but we’re doing only the first one)
The indictment, information, or affidavit must be authenticated by the executive authority making the demand.

Exercise 7-A — Two Lease Provisions

Provision A — 
In the event that at any time, for a period of more than 60 days, Tenant fails to duly occupy the Leased Premises whatsoever, Landlord may terminate this Agreement.

Provision B — 
If at any time the Premises are destroyed by fire or earthquake or otherwise cease to exist through no fault of Landlord, this Lease becomes absolutely null and void and of no further force and effect whatsoever.

Exercise 7-B — Electors and Arrest
Privilege of electors from Arrest 
    Electors shall in all cases, except treason, felony, or breach of the peace, be privileged from arrest during their attendance at any election, and in going thereto and returning therefrom.

Exercise 7-C — The Noncompete Clause
The Executive shall not, as an employee, employer, consultant, agent, principal, partner, stockholder, corporate officer, director, or in any other individual or representative capacity, engage or participate in any business that competes in any manner whatsoever with the business of the Employer.
